Complaint: A website (www.mylotto.co.nz/instant-kiwi/) promoted a new Instant Kiwi game card entitled ‘Rob the Bank’. A picture of the game card was displayed along side the text ‘TAKE THE MONEY AND RUN’.
Complainant, J. Ulyatt, said: in part, “The objection to the advertisement is the title and subtitle of the promotion. The objection is that it has a double meaning. The alternative meaning implies it is ok to actually Rob a Bank and take the money and run. 

In New Zealand the number of bank robberies are increasing.”
The relevant provision was Basic Principle 4 of the Code of Ethics.
The Acting Chairman noted that the Complainant found the advertisement socially irresponsible.
Turning to the advertisement, the Acting Chairman said that while the Complainant had interpreted the language in the advertisement to make light of a criminal offence, the more likely interpretation related to the opportunity to win cash prizes.

Consequentially, the Acting Chairman said the advertisement met the due sense of social responsibility required and there was no apparent breach of the Advertising Codes.

Accordingly, the Acting Chairman ruled that there were no grounds for the complaint to proceed.
