Complaint:  The radio advertisement for the New Zealand AIDS Foundation encouraged safe sex by promoting the use of condoms. The advertisement contained graphic sexual terms. 
Complainant A. Riley, said:  the language used in the advertisement was too graphic and was an inappropriate way to educate anyone on sex, safe sex, sexual preference and sexual lifestyle, especially in the early morning when people could be listening to this with children present. 

The relevant provisions were Basic Principle 4 and Rules 4, 5 and 11 of the Code of Ethics

The Advertiser, New Zealand AIDS Foundation, said: “The ad in question was removed from BFM radio play on 1 May 2015…”  
The Chairman noted the Advertiser had removed the advertisement upon receipt of the complaint. 
Noting the self-regulatory action taken by the Advertiser, the Chairman said that it would serve no further purpose to place the matter before the Complaints Board. The Chairman ruled that the matter was settled.
